From Our Chair

Dear Friends, Partners, and Colleagues,

The mission of the Foundation is essential to the sustainability of our profession and to the
value of occupational therapy practices for people, communities and populations. As we
enter 2022, AOTF is looking forward to strategic planning, and implementing sustainable
and impactful initiatives to build research capacity, strengthen scientific networks, and
support occupational therapy scientists at all career stages. | would like to share several
new initiatives that AOTF has already begun.

AOTF has partnered with Learning Health Systems Rehabilitation Research Network
(LeaRRnN) and the Center on Health Services Training and Research (CoHSTAR) to co-
sponsor a workshop to advance grant writing skills for Implementation Science and Health
Services Research. This intensive workshop will provide occupational therapy researchers
and trainees valuable mentorship from established investigators this May and is the first of
what we hope, several co-sponsored events in 2022 and beyond.

We also saw the launch of the AOTF Promoting Occupational Therapy Research and Training to Advance Lives
(PORTAL) initiative. The vision of the AOTF PORTAL is to provide a stable and sustained infrastructure for supporting
occupational therapy scientists at all career stages. As an initial step, Drs. Grace Baranek, Natalie Leland, Kathy Lyons,
Trudy Mallinson, Susan Murphy, Beth Pfeiffer, Gael Orsmond, Susy Stark and Beth Skidmore will be joining me to
develop a five-year strategic plan. A huge shout-out to Beth Skidmore for her vision for PORTAL and the leadership she
brings to this important initiative.

To continue our commitment to diversity, equity, and inclusion in the field of occupational therapy, AOTF launched the
‘Nancy Talbot Postdoctoral Research Fellowship' inviting individuals from racial and ethnic groups underrepresented
in health-related sciences to apply. Dr. Lady Rios-Vega, the inaugural awardee, will implement a project to reduce
disparities in the utilization of occupational therapy services for Black and African American children with Autism and
their families. The AOTF Board of Trustees also approved a financial commitment of $25K per year over a five-year
period to support training diverse clinical scientists in rehabilitation research through a NIH R25 training grant. AOTF
will continue supporting emerging research with our grant programs, namely the Intervention Research Grant, Health
Services Research Grant, Implementation Research Grant, and the AOTF-MJFF Parkinson’s Disease Intervention Grant.
We encourage you to apply for these AOTF pilot funding mechanisms.

In January, under the leadership of Drs. Janet Poole and Susan Murphy, AOTF sponsored an interdisciplinary Planning
Grant Collective (PGC) to discuss and support new research on fatigue. Be sure to review the recommendations in an
upcoming OTJR: Occupation, Participation and Health article. In April, AOTF will host our signature events at AOTA
INSPIRE 2022, thanks to our sponsors. Breakfast with a Scholar will feature Dr. Kay Redfield Jamison on Mental Health
and the State of the Science will address Trauma -Informed Care. In collaboration with AOTA, AOTF will also host the
Future Scientist Institute, a mentorship program specifically tailored for undergraduate OT students where they'll also
have the opportunity to participate in AOTF-sponsored events, attend the outgoing and incoming AOTA presidents’
addresses, and the Eleanor Clarke Slagle Lecture, given by AOTF Trustee Kristie Patten.

AOTF's commitment to the science of occupational therapy and to building sustained and impactful programs and
infrastructure to support occupational therapy researchers is energizing. During the first half of 2022, AOTF Board

of Trustees will be developing a new three-year strategic plan. In addition to the new initiatives described above,
additional strategic actions that advance the Foundation's mission will be defined and implemented. The success of
the strategic initiatives requires partners, donors and volunteers. | ask for your partnership and engagement to advance
the vision for a vibrant science that builds evidence in support of occupational therapy practice.

Building Research Capacity to Sustain the Future of OT Research

Research capacity has been defined as the ability to define problems, set objectives and
priorities, conduct sound scientific research, build sustainable institutions, and identify
solutions to key (national) problems. Research capacity building or strengthening is defined
as the process by which individuals, institutions and societies develop abilities — individually
and collectively — to perform research effectively, efficiently and in a sustainable manner.

Our Annual Report cover this year shows the faces of our OT research grantees over the past
several years. The Foundation, through the support of our donors, partners and volunteers,
has invested in early and mid-career research investigators in an effort to not only

generate needed research to help inform the clinical practice commmunity, but to support
the career advancement of these grantees. Integral to any junior faculty development

is also the mentorship of more senior investigators. The hope of course is that when the
junior investigators advance to successful senior investigators, with the help of the Foundation, that they will pay this
mentorship forward. At the end of the day, the Foundation is not only supporting research, but the people that do the
research. We are therefore helping to sustain the OT research enterprise.

The COVID-19 virus has and continues to negatively impact the research enterprise. Many research projects were
suspended or had to be significantly retooled as a result of the virus. One result of this delay in conducting research
has been the interruption in the career progression of more junior investigators. The expected timeline to promotion,
tenure, research independence, etc. has been disrupted. Now, more than ever, the Foundation's effort to support the
careers of OT research investigators is needed.

As we transition to 2022, many challenges remain. It appears likely the pandemic will eventually transition to an
endemic, and hopefully be nowhere as disruptive to research and life in general. The timeline of this transition is
anybody’s guess, but we hope sooner than later. | continue to be truly impressed and inspired by the creativity,
ingenuity, flexibility, adaptability and tenacity of OT researchers, including those funded by the Foundation, who

have continued to move their research forward in these trying times. To all of our donors, partners and volunteers, a
huge thank you. The Foundation remains fiscally sound and dedicated to playing an important role in advancing and
sustaining OT research and researchers, as well as evidence-based practice.

Five Years and Growing

The 2021 AOTF Planning Grant Collective,
Fatigue: An Understudied Barrier to
Participating Fully in Daily Life, was held
virtually again this year. This timely topic was
chosen considering many conditions have
fatigue as a major characteristic, the issues
related to the ongoing pandemic and what
appears to be a major comorbidity in COVID
“long haulers.” The planning committee for the
workshop was co-chaired by Janet Poole, PhD, OTR/L,
FAOTA (University of New Mexico) and Susan Murphy,
ScD, OTR/L (University of Michigan), and also included
Erin Foster, PhD, OTD, MSCI, OTR/L (Washington
University in St. Louis), Virgil Mathiowetz, PhD, OTR/L,
FAOTA (University of Minnesota), MJ Mulcahey, PhD,
OTR/L, CPPC, CLCP, FASIA (Thomas Jefferson University),
and Alix Sleight Warner, PhD, OTD, MPH, OTR/L (Cedars-
Sinai Medical Center). A wide range of disciplines was
represented at the workshop, as well as several funding
agencies including the Arthritis Foundation, the
National Institute on Disability, Independent Living, and
Rehabilitation Research (NIDILRR), the Patient-Centered
Outcomes Research Institute (PCORI) and the following
NIH Institutes/Centers: National Cancer Institute (NCI);
National Institute on Aging (NIA); and National Center
for Complimentary and Integrative Health (NCCIH).

New priority areas of research were identified and
included: the need for identification of fatigue
subgroups/deep phenotypes; novel trial designs and
comparative effectiveness research; implementation
science research to improve delivery and effectiveness
of fatigue interventions; and the need for consistent and
comparable treatment taxonomy.

The Foundation intends to convene one Collective a

year and plans are underway for 2022. We believe this
interdisciplinary approach to identifying important
research topics will result in critical new research in topics
of great interest and opportunity for the OT profession.

2021 has been another outstanding year for our research
publication OTJR: Occupation, Participation and Health.
The 2020 Impact Factor (1.768) and 5-Year Impact

Factor (2.693) have both reached all-time highs* With

223 submissions from January 1to November 1, 2021,
OTJR is also tracking to have a record high number of
submissions. SAGE Publishing selected OTJR as a journal
with great potential for content growth and invested in
the Journal’s future by granting an additional 30% page
volume publishing budget for 2021-2022 and beyond. This
continued growth represents the contributions of quality
data-driven research from authors and the rigorous
processes of OTIR's newest Editor-In-Chief, Timothy J.
Wolf, OTD, PhD, OTR/L, FAOTA, Assistant Editor, Associate
Editors, Editorial Fellows, Review Board Members, and
SAGE Publishing Partners. In addition, the editorial team

Advancing our
Research Efforts:
Grants & More!

The Foundation'’s partnerships and donors support early
career investigators, in development of preliminary
proof-of-concept research data, through multiple grant
programs. Over the past years, several AOTF grant
recipients have received federal grant funding as a
result of their research work funded by the AOTF grants
and they continue to disseminate their work through
publications and presentations at variety of forums.

In 2021, we reached the ninth year of continuous
funding for our Intervention Research Grant (IRG)
program. The IRG program continues to lay the
groundwork to address the Foundation’s mission and
vision. With five new IRG recipients this year, the total
funding amounts to $249,540 for the IRG program for
the year 2021. The IRG program would not be possible
without the support of the American Occupational
Therapy Association (AOTA) and the National Board for
Certification in Occupational Therapy (NBCOT). We also
extend a big thank you to the hundreds of students
who supported the IRG program through the 2021 St.
Catherine’s Challenge.

In its third year, the Health Service Research Grant
(HSR) program, in partnership with NBCOT, is
positioned to examine how people get access to
health care, how and what care is delivered, the cost

of that care, and what happens to clients as a result

of receiving or not receiving care. With four new HSR
grant recipients this year, the total funding amounts to
$363,166 for the HSR program for the year 2021.

In its second year, the Implementation Research (IR)
Grant, in partnership with of NBCOT, examines barriers
to implementation, determines how to more efficiently
deliver evidence-based practice in the practice setting,
addresses scaling up smaller pilot research studies into
larger health systems, measures performance within

a practice setting, and develops methods to measure
successful implementation specific to the field of OT.
With three new IR grant recipients this year, the total
funding amounts to $297,967 for our IR grant program
for the year 2021. We thank NBCOT for providing the
funding to initiate and sustain this program from 2019-
2022.

Foundation-funded research continues to directly
impact the field of OT! With the support of our partners,
donors, and all the hardworking occupational therapists,
we look forward to continuing this work in 2022.

Her
research program is designed to
answer the following question: How can we support
people living with cancer to fully participate in meaningful
activities, life roles, and society through theory-driven

and evidence-based rehabilitation? She designs and tests
pragmatic interventions that blend occupational therapy
with behavioral therapies. Her research is primarily
community-based as she has developed both telehealth
and home-based interventions.

Shawn C. Roll, PhD, OTR/L, RMSKS,
FAOTA, FAIUM is an Associate Professor
at the University of Southern California’s
Chan Division of Occupational Science
and Occupational Therapy, where he
also directs the PhD in Occupational
Science program. Dr. Roll is a licensed
occupational therapist, registered
sonographer, and occupational scientist
who studies the relationships between
musculoskeletal conditions of the arms and hands,
people’s ability to perform activities and their health
outcomes within the workplace. His specialties include
using ultrasound to study carpal tunnel syndrome, which
affects an estimated 10 million Americans with annual
health care costs of $2 billion. He also studies holistic
approaches for improving the experience and results of
hand therapy. His largest current project, funded by the
National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health, is
designing the next generation of intelligent “smart desks
that can automatically learn from, adapt to, and respond
to users’ habits and preferences to improve.
